During The Sales

Due to the congestion that
the rummage sales cause we
have worked with MMWA to
come up with a solution for
trash pick-up. Pick-up will
begin overnight on the Friday
before the sales. This means,
you must put your trash out
before you go to bed Friday
night. If you do not put your
trash out Friday night there is
a chance that your trash will
not be picked up and MMWA
may not come back that
week for it.
