Adoption of Recitals

All of the matters stated in the Recitals of this Agreement are true and correct and are hereby
incorporated into the body of this Agreement as though fully set forth in their entirety herein,
provided that in cases of conflict, provisions of this Agreement shall control over matters stated in
the recitals.

Article II
Millage Available

The Road Commission shall inform the Township in writing each year as to the amount of the
Road Millage that is available to the Township for repairing, re-building, and restoring the public
roads located within the Township once the amount is known from the County Treasurer.

The parties agree that the Road Millage will be modified by the Saginaw County Treasurer or the
Road Commission based upon the following:

e Any tax incremental financing capture.

e The Board of Commissioners of Saginaw County increase or decrease in the levy amount
of the Road Millage.
e Any adjustments required due to the Headlee Amendment rollback provision.

The Road Commission shall not charge any administrative fees on the Road Millage that is
received from the County Treasurer. The Road Commission also agrees to cover any costs incurred
by the County Treasurer for their work to distribute the funds using funds that do not come from
the millage.

Article III
Road Millage Expenditures/Projects

The Township may submit a list of projects to the Road Commission or parties may meet, as
necessary, to develop or modify a list of road projects to be completed within the Township that
are to be funded, in whole or in part, with the Road Millage (hereinafter “Road Project(s)”). The
Road Commission and the Township shall agree in writing as to when each Road Project on the
list shall be completed and the estimated cost of each Road Project. The Road Commission shall
competitively bid materials for Chip Seal, maintenance gravel, dust control, hot patch and chip
lock. Asphalt paving projects will also be competitively bid, unless otherwise agreed to in writing
by the Township. The Road Projects shall include, and be limited to, repairing, re-building, and
restoring roads within the Township as authorized by the Road Millage. Upon completion of the
Road Projects the Road Commission shall deduct the cost of the Road Project from the Road
Millage balance available for the Township. The Road Commission shall provide the Township
with a quarterly report of the balance of the Road Millage available to the Township. The
Township may request in writing an itemized accounting of the Road Millage for the Township







5. Modification. This Agreement shall not be modified, altered, or amended except through
a written amendment signed by the Road Commission and the Township.

6. No Third-Party Beneficiaries. This Agreement is not intended to confer upon any person
or entity, other than the parties hereto, any rights or remedies of any kind or nature
whatsoever.

7 Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts each of which
shall be deemed one and the same Agreement. It shall be binding upon and inure to the
benefit of the parties to it and their respective successors and assigns.

8. Captions and Bylines. The captions and bylines used in this Agreement are for the
convenience of reference only and in no way define, limit or describe the scope of intent
of any provision of this Agreement.

9. Addresses and Notice. Unless otherwise provided herein and except for Road Millage
Project invoices set forth in Article V of this Agreement, any other notice, communication,
request, reply or advice (herein severally and collectively, for convenience, called
“Notice”) herein provided or permitted to be given, made or accepted by any party to any
other party must be in writing and may be given or be served by depositing the same in the
United States mail postpaid and registered or certified and addressed to the party to be
notified, with return receipt requested, or by delivering the same to an officer of such party,
addressed to the party to be notified. Notice deposited in the mail in the manner described
above shall be conclusively deemed to be effective, unless otherwise stated herein, from
and after the expiration of three (3) days after it is so deposited. Notice given in any other
manner shall be effective only if and when received by the party to be notified. For the
purposes of notice, the addresses of the parties shall, until changed as hereinafter provided,
be as follows:

4. Rent. Lessee shall pay Lessor rent computed at $100.00 per acre per year payable at the
beginning of Lessee's occupancy and every year thereafter. Rent for any partial year period of
occupancy shall be prorated and promptly returned to the Lessee or applied to the purchase price
if the Lessee exercises the Option To Buy.

6. Taxes and assessments. Lessor shall pay all real and personal property taxes and assessments
levied and made against the Premises.

7. Indemnity. Lessee agrees to indemnify and defend Lessor against and hold Lessor harmless
from any liability, loss, damage, cost, or expense (including attorney fees) based on any claim,
demand, suit, or action by any person or entity with respect to any personal injury (including
death) or property damages, from any cause regarding Lessee's use of the Premises except any
such claims resulting directly or indirectly from the Lessor's sole negligence.

8. Notices. Any notice required under this Lease shall be in writing and sent by registered or
certified mail, return receipt requested, to the addresses of the parties set forth in this Lease or to
another address that a party substitutes by written notice; and notice shall be effective as of the
date of first attempted delivery.

9. Lessee's possession and enjoyment. Lessee, on the payment of the rent at the time and in the
manner stated above and on performance of all the foregoing covenants, shall and may
peacefully and quietly have, hold, and enjoy the Premises for the term of this Lease.

10. Entire agreement. This Agreement contains the entire agreement of the parties regarding its
subject matter and this Agreement may not be amended or modified except by a written
instrument executed by the parties to this Lease.

11. Binding effect. This Agreement shall be binding on and inure to the benefit of the parties to
this Lease and their respective heirs, successors, and assigns.

12. Effective date. This Lease shall be effective as of the date first stated above.


































































PREMISES: Means any lot or parcel of land, exclusive of buildings, and includes a parking lot, tourist
camp, mobile home park, stock yard, junk yard, wharf, pier, public roadway, and any other place or
enclosure, however owned, used or occupied.

3-2-3: LIABILITY FOR EXPENSES OF AN EMERGENCY RESPONSE:

A.  Person(s) Responsible: The owner, operator, occupant or other person responsible for the operation,
maintenance and/or condition of any building, premises, property or vehicle which involves the release or
threatened release of hazardous materials on or about said building, premises, property and/or vehicle shall
be required to reimburse the Township for all expenses of an emergency response to said hazardous
materials incident.

B.  Charge Against Person: The expense of an emergency response shall be a charge against the person liable for
the expenses under this Ordinance. The charge constitutes a debt of that person and is collectible by the
Township of Thomas in the same manner as in the case of an obligation under contract, express or implied.

C. Cost Recovery Schedule: The Township of Thomas shall, by resolution, adopt a schedule of the costs included
within the expense of an emergency response. This schedule shall be available at the office of the Township
Clerk for inspection by the public at all times.

D.  Billings: The Township of Thomas may, within ten (10) days of receiving itemized costs, or any part thereof,
incurred for an emergency response, submit a bill for these costs by first class mail or personal service to the
person liable for the expenses as enumerated under this Ordinance. The bill(s) shall require full payment
within thirty (30) days from the date of mailing or service of said bill upon the responsible person.

E.  Failure To Pay; Procedure To Recover Costs: Any failure by the person described in this Ordinance as liable or
responsible for expenses of an emergency response to pay said bill within thirty (30) days of mailing or
service of the bill shall constitute a default on said bill. In case of default, Thomas Township shall have the
right and power to add all emergency response costs to the tax roll as to any such property involved in the
hazardous materials incident, and to levy and collect such costs in the same manner as provided for the levy
and collection of real property taxes against said property or premises. The Township shall also have the
right to bring action in a court of competent jurisdiction to collect said costs if the Township deems such
action to be necessary.

The sale of property which is worth at
least five thousand dollars (55,000) ene-hundred-dolars{$100-00} shall be ratified by the affirmative vote of
a majority of the Board members voting present plus-ene. In the event that the value of the personal
property to be sold is less than five thousand dollars ($5,000) ene-hundred-dolars{$100-00); the Township
Manager may sell the property after posting its availability for sale for at least two (2) weeks on the
Township website and at the Township offices where other legal notices are posted.

B.  Contents Of Notice: The advertisement (notice of intent to sell personal property) or posting shall include
information regarding the method of bidding or the content of a proposal and all bids and proposal shall be
sealed. The advertisement or posting shall include a description of the item(s), the date by which bids or
proposals must be received and the instructions for submitting a bid or proposal.

C.  Sale To Highest Bidder; Rejection Of Bids: The Township shall, in all cases, sell personal property to the
person who submits the highest bid or proposal, subject to the Township's right to reject any or all bids or
proposals.
