Based on the County Commissioner and School Districts, we would be able to combine the following:

Precincts 3 & 4, both in the Hemlock School District and the Sth Commissioner District, become new
Precinct 3.

Precincts 5 & 7, both in the Swan Valley School District and the 1st Commissioner District, become
new Precinct 5.

The following 2 precincts would remain unchanged:

Precinct 1-Freeland School District and the 1st Commissioner District remain Precinct 1.
Precinct 2-Swan Valley School District and the 1st Commissioner District remain Precinct 2.

Precinct 6-Swan Valley School District and the 5th Commissioner District; becomes Precinct 4.

We hoped to combine Precinct 2 and Precinct 6 into a single Swan Valley School District precinct, but
they happen to be in two different Commissioner Districts. The County said this could be done, but it
would create two different ballot styles in one precinct, which could be very confusing, and we want to
avoid that.

Combining and reducing by just two precincts allows us to run a more efficient and cost-effective
election. Using the best Election Workers to staff these precincts benefits us by eliminating the need to
hire additional workers, who are difficult to find. We understand that new equipment will be required
before the next presidential election, specifically new tabulators and Epollbooks. The cost of each new
tabulator is expected to be at least $15,000.00. By reducing two precincts, we can save approximately
$30,000.00. The new Epollbooks are estimated to cost around $2,000 each, adding a further $4,000 in
savings.

Additionally, having five precincts allows us to consolidate all our polling places on the Township
Campus, where we can quickly resolve any issues workers may face. And while we greatly appreciate
the use of St. Mark's church, having control nearby will significantly boost our efficiency.

The following would be the new list of precincts and their polling places:

Precinct 1-Thomas Township Library

Precinct 2-Fire Station #1

Precinct 3-Thomas Township Public Safety Building

Precinct 4-Fire Station #1

Precinct 5-Fire Station #1
